Responding to a Confusing Quote

Introduction

· Write the name of the author and the quote in a sentence.

Paragraph 2

· Topic sentence (first part of thesis statement).

· Give one or two examples to prove the topic sentence is correct. 

Paragraph 3

· Topic sentence (second part of thesis statement).

· Give one or two examples to prove the topic sentence is correct.

Conclusion

· In conclusion, (the author’s) use of the word …. is important. (you can use these words and fill in the blanks)
· Explain why the author’s use of that word is important to you.

· Restate the thesis statement using different words.
